What happens if the test result is abnormal?

An abnormal result means there was blood found in
the stool. This doesn’t always mean you have
cancer. If the test shows there is blood in your stool,
more testing is done to find the cause. Both polyps
and hemorrhoids (piles) can cause blood to show in
the test.

« The follow-up test for an abnormal FIT result is a
colonoscopy. If polyps that can become cancer
are found, they are removed.

If cancer is found, the doctor will speak with you
about the next steps and treatment choices.

Are there any harms or risks to screening?

While the FIT itself doesn’t cause any harm, it may
miss blood in the stool. A polyp or cancer can also
be missed if it wasn’t bleeding at the time you did
the test. This is why it's important to be screened
regularly. Make sure to tell your healthcare provider
if you have abdominal pain, rectal bleeding, or a
change in your stool pattern.

About the Alberta Colorectal
Cancer Screening Program

The Alberta Colorectal Cancer Screening
Program (ACRCSP) is a part of Alberta Health
Services and works together with healthcare
providers. The ACRCSP mails FIT home stool
test result letters to men and women between
50 and 74. The program sends normal and
abnormal test result letters throughout Alberta.
